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This is a supplement to the palynological expert’s report of the Tertiary and Quaternary deposits from
Mazowsze made in the 1970s in the Palaeobotanical Department of the Institute [1].

Extant analysis suggests badenian and sarmatian deposits. The border between these stages was pro-
bably found in the Jedrzejnik profile. i

On the basis of rich pollen spectra it will be possible to characterize Neogene flora of the Mazowsze
region at the boundary of the middle and upper Miocene.
